This annual report on the prosecution of child sexual abuse draws our attention to 
a disturbing fact that sexual abuse of children continues to be a problem in our 
state.  A great deal of the resources of the Department of Health and Welfare, 
state and local law enforcement agencies, the county prosecuting attorneys, the 
courts and the Department of Correction are devoted to the apprehension and 
punishment of the offenders that commit these crimes and to the protection and 
rehabilitation of the victims of these unspeakable acts.  
 
Too many Idaho children and their families suffer the painful and permanent 
scarring that such crimes inflict upon the innocent.  Parental vigilance and 
reporting of suspicious behavior to local law enforcement remain the essential 
protections for children against the real world crimes that occur most frequently in 
the victim’s or the offender’s home. 
 
In a time when state and local resources are stretched to the limit, I urge that we 
not forget the importance of diligent efforts at all levels of government and in our 
homes, churches and neighborhoods to see our children are protected and that 
those who commit these heinous crimes are reported, apprehended and held 
accountable. 
 
We hope this report will be a valuable resource to policymakers, prosecutors, law 
enforcement officers, parents and others who strive to protect our children.
